conditioning; Must be 21 or older at time of graduation from the Police Academy; Must
meet, or exceed the following qualifications - Possess a High School Diploma/G.E.D., a valid
California Driver’s License and a satisfactory driving record. U.S. Citizenship is mandatory.

Upon graduation from the P.0.S.T. academy, sponsored individuals will have priority
consideration for employment with the City of Anderson. This is a sponsorship program to
assist the criminal justice student in recruiting and training to become a potential Police
Officer. This is not an employment contract.
