ORDINANCE NO. 17-04

AN ORDINANCE ADOPTING THE FENCE LAKE COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION LOCAL ECONOMIC
DEVELOPMENT PROJECT AND PROJECT PARTICIPATION AGREEMENT

WHEREAS, the purpose of Ordinance No. 2017-02, Adopting a Local Economic Development Plan, is to
allow public support of economic projects to foster, promote, and enhance local economic development
efforts; and,

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ordinance No. 2017-02 Sections 7-9, the Fence Lake Community Association
(“Association”) applied for Project assistance to the Cibola County Economic Development Foundation
(“CCEDF”), which recommended and received preliminary approval of the Project to the Board of
County Commissioners (“County”) at a Regular Meeting on July 27, 2017; and,

WHEREAS, N.M.S.A. 1978, Section 5-10-9 requires project approval by Ordinance; and,

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ordinance 2017-02, the Fence Lake Community Center (“Center”) falls under the
definition of “cultural facility”, Section 4.2 and “qualifying entity”, Section 4.8(f)(h); and,

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ordinance 2017-02 Section 6, the County may provide land, buildings, or
infrastructure it already owns to permissible Projects; and,

WHEREAS, the Fence Lake Community Center is the only facility in the frontier community that
provides cultural and commercial access to the residents of Fence Lake.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE COUNTY OF
CIBOLA, NEW MEXICO that the Project Application submitted by the Fence Lake Community
Association pursuant to Ordinance 2017-02 is hereby APPROVED.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that the County and the Fence Lake Community

Association enter into the following Project Participation Agreement pursuant to Ordinance 2017-02,
Section 11.

Section 1. THE ECONOMIC GOALS OF THE PROJECT



Section 5. SCHEDULE FOR PROJECT DEVELOPMENT AND GOAL ATTAINMENT

5.1 The community center will be open for meetings and functions immediately upon the transfer of
the deed from Cibola County to the Association.

5.2 The farmers’ market will be open during the first growing season following the transfer of the
deed.
5.3 The library renovation will start upon transfer of the deed with an opening at less than two years

following the transfer of the deed.

5.4 The community center will accommodate summer school programs to the greatest extent
possible during the summer of 2018.

5.5 The Association will endeavor in the first year to establish a veterans’ and/or senior program and
to promote cultural and historic awareness of the community.

Section 6. INVESTMENT SECURITY

6.1 The County will recoup its investment within ten (10) years, pursuant to Ordinance 2017-02
Section 9.2 and Section 10.4.

6.2 As soon as practicable after the passage of this Ordinance, considering the plat approval that
must be accomplished, the County will file a 10-year reversionary deed to the Association; reversionary in
the event that the requirements of this Ordinance are not met by the Association, pursuant to Ordinance
2017-02 Section 10.

6.3. Should the Association move, sell, lease or transfer a majority interest in the Project before the
expiration of this Agreement, the County retains the right to deny any and all assignments, sales, leases or
transfers until adequate assurances are made, pursuant to Ordinance 2017-02 Section 10.3.

6.4 The Association shall commit to operate in accordance with this Agreement for a minimum of ten
(10) years from the date this Ordinance is adopted.

6.5 The County shall retain an interest for ten (10) years from the date the reversionary deed is filed.
After that period, the County shall relinquish interest in and oversight of the project.

Section 7. PROCEDURE BY WHICH THE PROJECT MAY BE TERMINATED AND THE COUNTY’S
INVESTMENT RECOVERED

7.1 The Association will participate in the required annual performance review process for the
required ten (10) year period.

7.2 Unsatisfactory performance or progress toward goals will result in a window of no less than
ninety (90) days for the Association to remedy the shortcomings.

7:3 If the shortcomings are not remedied to the satisfaction of the County, the real property will
revert back to Cibola County.
