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FALL LEAF COLLECTION 
 
The Village’s annual Leaf Collection Program will begin October 10 and continue until November 26. 
 
Please rake leaves into the street approximately one foot from the curb.  Be sure the pile consists of 
leaves only, and is free of sticks, rocks, and other debris that will damage leaf collection equipment. 
 
Public Works crews try to clear each street at least once per week.  After the leaves are collected from 
your street, please wait a few days before placing more leaves on the street.  Remember, it is a 
violation of the Village Ordinance to burn leaves. 
 
Do not allow children to play in or around leaf piles in the street.  There are far too many hazards that 
could result in injury or worse.  Also don’t park vehicles over leaf piles.  Parking over leaves obstructs 
the collection process, and the heat from exhaust pipes can start the leaves on fire. 
 
Leaves can also be bagged for disposal as yard waste.  Please remember that curbside yard waste 
collection also ends on November 26.  Place bagged leaves on the curb in a craft bag or open 
garbage can no earlier than Thursday.  Do not mix leaves with regular household trash.  After 
November 26, yard waste should be stored for disposal in the spring. 

RIVERBANK STABILIZATION PROJECT 
 
In the coming weeks, work will be undertaken to shore up the banks of the Fox River along the West 
Dundee Riverwalk.  Erosion of the riverbank “at the river’s bend” has accelerated in recent years due to 
high river elevations, washing precious soil and plant material downstream.  
 
A local firm, Applied Ecological Services, has been contracted for the work and has provided a 
stabilization plan that includes the installation of additional rock material and landscaping to retain the 
existing shoreline.  
 
The focus of this project will be the section of the riverbank beginning at the Riverwalk Plaza, where the 
ducks are fed, and extending to the west in the direction of the footbridge.   
 
The Riverbank Stabilization Project is made possible in large part to a $15,000 grant from the Kane 
County Forest Preserve District’s Fox River Trust, significantly minimizing the expense to the Village of 
West Dundee for this effort.  
 
The Village Board and Staff feel strongly that these 
dollars are well spent in protecting the public investment 
that has been made in the existing Riverwalk 
infrastructure. 
 
The cost of the project has been further decreased by 
the availability of donated plant material generously 
provided by Dundee Township residents as part of the 
Earth Day, Every Day volunteer gardening initiative.  
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
