1. PARTIES, PURPOSE, DUTIES, AND REPORTS

- [.1 Pariles. The parties to this Contract are the state of Michigan by the Governor and
Louis H. Schimmel, Emergency Manager,

1.2 Purpose. The parties to this Confract zgree that Louis H. Schimmel will act as the Emer-
gency Manager for the City, The Emergency Manager's duties and responsibilities are delineated
in the Act and include conducting all aspecis of the operations of the City and establishing and
implementing a financial and operating plan pursuant to Section 18 of the Act,

1.3 Duties, The Emergency Menager shall possess all the powers and duties authorized

under the Act, including those specifically related to municipal govermments. In addition, the

Act or by this Contract or that are deemed to be gross negligence.

7.2 The Emergency Manager. Pursuant to Section 25 of the Act, the Emergency Manager
is engaging in a governmental function and 1s immune from liability for any action taken that he
reasonably believes to be within the scope of his authority granted by the Act or by this Contract.

City of Pontiac Financial and Operating Plan, June 15, 2012

The following plan is submitted in accordance with Public Act 4 of 2011 and replaces all
other financial and operating plans on file.

City of Pontiac Financial and Operating Plan, June 15, 2012

Financial Condition of the City of Pontiac

As of June 30, 2012, the City of Pontiac is projected to complete the 2011-2012 fiscal year
with a deficit of approximately $8.4 million. The deficit would have been higher if the City
chose to make contributions of $5.9 million to the Police and Fire Pension and VEBA plans
of the City. Although the City chose not to pay or recognize these financial obligations for
the fiscal year ended June 30, 2012, the City may still be responsible for paying these
obligations in the near future. The original budget adopted in June of 2011 projected a
deficit of $12,501,037.

I am including a copy of the budget message as an appendix to this plan. The bhudget
message discusses the current financial condition of the City. [ continue to stress my
concerns of the decreasing property tax base over the next three years and the method to
fund retiree health insurance into the future.

After all one-time revenues and expenditures are removed from the budget, the City must
operate on revenues of approximately $29.9 million each year.

Financial and Operating Plan

To begin to address the worsening financial condition of the City of Pontiac, the City must first
address those issues under its control and then work to stabilize and begin to increase the
sources of revenue.

The major initiatives are as follows:

1. Sale of the Strand Theatre — The theatre has been empty since 1994 and is in deplorable
condition. It costs the city $16,000 annually to portably heat the facility in the winter and to pay
for utility and insurance costs. Fortunately the City has two offers to purchase the theatre. Itis
the City’s intent to sell the theatre to the purchaser that has the best plan for the renovation
and use of the theatre and also is willing to pay the appraised value. The City has contracted for
an appraisal of the theatre which is due to be completed by June 20™. Placing the theatre in the
hands of a private owner would generate tax revenues and also be a catalyst for bringing in new
development in the downtown area. The City is not aware of any environmental issues with the
property.
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Possible Demolition or Leasing of the Phoenix Center — The City recently received a requested
engineering study stating that the structure needs $1.8 million of repairs to be made over the
next 18 months and a total of $8 million over the next 10 years in order to be fully usable. The
City does not have the money to make such repairs. If the Center was repaired it is estimated
that it would cost the City $500,000 annually to properly operate the facility. The facility is
viewed by many as a deterrent to the development of the downtown area and demolition of the
facility would represent a milestone in the turnaround of the City of Pontiac. The Pontiac
Downtown Business Association has passed a resclution in support of the demolition of the
facility. The City has requested and is opening competitive bids for the demolition of the facility
on June 26, 2012. Oakiand County has received grant money to do a study and is assisting in
putting together a plan 1o redevelop the area that includes the Phoenix Center land area
consisting of 12.7 acres. Demolishing the facility would open up the access to Saginaw Street
which is the main downtown street in the City. In 2006 Oakland County refinanced Pontiac
bonds issued for the construction of the Phoenix Center to help the City lower interest costs. At
that time the County technically took ownership of the Phoenix Center until the bonds are fully
paid in the year 2027. After the demolition of the Phoenix Center the County will retain
ownership and the land will be used as a parking lot at least until 2027 when the land will revert
to City ownership. If it is determined that the Phoenix Center should be demolished, the
parking lot wilt be operated by the City or leased to a parking lot operator. All revenues will be
used to help retire the outstanding bond issue. [fit is determined that the Phoenix Center
should not be demolished, the City will pursue leasing the facility to an operator who will make
the necessary repairs to maintain the facility at no cost to the City.

Sale and Lease Back of Portion of DPW Building — The DPW building is dilapidated and the
surrounding property has major environmental issues. The building and property was once
owned by Consumers Energy. Consumers Energy is currently putting together a proposal to
repurchase the building and land from the City. Consumers Energy is concerned about their
liability for both known and unknown environmental issues that they may be responsible for
during the time when they owned the building and property site. It is the City’s plan to lease
back the garage portion {approximately 20%)} of the building for DPW purposes and to move
office personnel currently in the DPW building to City Hall. We believe that Consumers would
then demolish the remainder of the building {approximately 80%) which is in extremely poor
condition.

Sale of Golf Course — At best the golf course breaks even; in previous years it has been a money
loser. Currently the City is fortunate to have a company leasing and operating the golf course on
a month-to-month basis. The revenues generated do not cover the cost of any capital
improvements or any legacy costs. The course has an appraisal value of $1.3 million and placing
it in the hands of a private owner would generate tax revenues and also help balance the City’s
2012-13 budget. Itis the intention of the City to list the golf course with a specialty golf course
broker for the appraisal amount.
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5. 19k Approval to Eliminate Contribution to Police and Fire VEBA — The purpose of having a VEBA
is to fund future year’s retiree health care costs. Because the City does not have sufficient
revenues to fund current retiree health care costs, and since the City no longer empioys police
or fire personnel, there is no peint in requiring mandatory contributions to the Police and Fire
VEBA. Based on the current level of spending and the assets of the VEBA, the City believes that
if the VEBA continues to reimburse the City for eligible expenses for the current 229 retirees
covered by the VEBA, such reimbursements should be able to continue for 10 years.

6. Retiree Health Care Fynding Solutions — The single largest expense to the City for which the
current residents receive no benefit is for the legacy costs of retiree benefits. These were
promises made to employees many years ago by former city councils and mayors who failed to
set aside sufficient money to fund these promises. Earlier this month, | notified retirees that
they will need to share the cost of health and dental insurance to the same extent that active
City employees share insurance costs. The cost sharing notification has resulted in a larger
savings than anticipated as many retirees have approached the City and have asked to have
dependents removed from the insurance plans or in some cases, have asked to have themselves
removed because their spouse has credible coverage. Despite a change in insurance plans and
the institution of cost sharing by retirees to begin July 1, 2012, the City does not have sufficient
revenue to meet these obligations. This means the City needs to explore options. One option
would be to request from the GERS Retirement Board to approve a transfer of part of the
overfunding in the GERS pension plan to cover the cost of retiree health insurance, In 2011, the
GERS Retirement Board rejected the City's request for a similar transfer, but as the City’s
financial condition has deteriorated, | hope that the Board will reconsider their previous denial.
Another option is to request the voters to approve a dedicated tax millage on the November
ballot for the purpose of paying far retiree insurance benefits. The City will continue to explore
all options to fund this program into the future,

| am proposing to include all of the above initiatives in the City budget | am preparing for coming fiscal
year beginning July 1, 2012, with the exception of item 6, which will continue to be explored. Itis my
opinion that the above initiatives will result in structurally balancing the City of Pontiac’s revenues and
expenses for the coming years providing there is no further decline in City revenues.

Taxpayers of the City of Pontiac:

Summary

The proposed General Fund budget for the 2012-13 fiscal year, adopted according to
generally accepted accounting principles, projects General Fund revenues of $76,362,582
and expenditures are budgeted at $63,271,935. The City is forecasted to have a fund
balance of $4,714,122 as of June 30, 2013. These amounts, however, do not reflect the true
financial condition of the City.

The City of Pontiac continues to be fiscally challenged in an effort to adopt an operating
budget without using one-time revenues or the accounting rules to represent the City in
financial position better than the City is facing. Although the budget is adopted and balanced
according to generally accepted accounting principles, | will focus my discussion on the
challenges facing the true operating general fund budget for the City of Pontiac, which
demonstrates revenues of $29,963,914 and expenditures of $35,343,804. In order for the
City's financial problems to be resolved, expenditures cannot exceed revenues and
provisions must be implemented to absorb an anticipated loss of another $1.1 million in
property taxes over the next three years.

Revenues

In the 2011-12 fiscal year, the City faced significant revenue shortfalls from the 2010-11 fiscal
year collections of property taxes, state revenue sharing, and income taxes. In the upcoming
2012-13 fiscal year, the City continues to be challenged by a decreasing tax base, but the
pace of decline has slowed. The City anticipates losing approximately $2 million from the
2011-12 fiscal year in property taxes. Oakland County projects a declining tax base to
continue in Pontiac for at least three more years. Additionally, serious reductions in captured
taxable value by the Tax Increment Finance Authority resulted in the general fund subsidizing
previously issued bonds. The decreasing tax base continues in the capture of the Tax
Increment Finance Authority which has resulted in no taxes being captured in Area #2 for the
first time in the history of the capture, thus requiring a general fund subsidy of all debt
payments in the amount of $1,729,039 Additionally, the City will see a decrease of $1.5
million in charges for services because the City decided to discontinue direct provision of
various services, such as ambulance service, where the costs of providing the service
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exceeded the revenue received. The City also will not receive $1.8 million from the federal
government this year to offset the cost of retiree health insurance because the federal
program is no longer being funded.

Therefore, for the fiscal year beginning July 1, the City anticipates receiving revenue of
approximately $29.9 million excluding any one-time sources. This means that the general
fund must incur no more than $29.9 million in expenditures, excluding one-time expenses.
The City anticipates property tax revenues to decrease ancther 15% over the next three
years, thus placing the City in the position to operate on a $28.5 million budget by fiscal year
2015-16. Fortunately, revenue sharing and city income tax collections have stabilized, and
as long as the economy does not worsen, the City should not experience any other significant
decreases in these two other main sources of revenue. As a point of reference, excluding
one-time revenues, the City received $54.2 million in revenue for the fiscal year ended June
30, 2008, almost twice the amount that the City will receive for the fiscal year ending June 30,
2013!

In the 2012-13 fiscal year, the three largest regular sources of revenue for the general fund
are; income tax ($9.0 million), state sources ($8.6 million), and property taxes ($6.9 million).
These three sources account for (82%) of total regular revenue sources for the general fund.
This is the first year that property taxes will no longer be the largest source of revenue for the
City, and property taxes now trail income tax and state sources, which are both highly
dependent on the economy and other external conditions.

The general fund will have two one-time sources of revenue that total $46,398,668 and
designated as a “transfer-in * in the budget resolution. $1,300,000 is projected as proceeds
from the sale of the Pontiac Municipal Golf Course and the balance of $45,098,668 as
proceeds from the monetization of the wastewater treatment plant, water distribution, and
sewer systems of the City. These one-time sources of revenue will be used to retire much of
the existing short-and long-term debt of the City which will result in a decrease in annual
expenditures for debt payments by the general fund for the next fourteen years, saving the
general fund an annual average of $3.1 million for the next nine years and nearly $1.0 million
annually for the remaining five years.

Expenditures

In the 2012-13 fiscal year, expenditures exclusive of one-time items will total $35.8 million.
This is nearly $10 million less than the $45.2 million in expenditures anticipated for the 2011-
12 fiscal year, but is still $6 million above projected normal revenues. Upon closer
examination, the difference between regular revenues and normal expenditures appears to
be close to the general fund’s share of net cost retiree health care, at $5.6 million.

The three largest expenditures of the General Fund are police services ($11,134,392), fire
services ($6,500,940), and retiree fringe benefits (§5,681,133). These three budget areas
alone total $23,316,465, and consume all but $6,647,449 of total revenues, excluding one-
time sources.
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To maintain a balanced budget, the 50" District Court must make the cuts necessary to in
order to operate within its $1 million subsidy from the general fund.

Over the past two years, the City has taken many monumental steps to reduce the cost of
government while providing basic services at a level equal o or better than previously directly
provided by City employees. The City has contracted assessing, law enforcement, and
dispatch with Oakland County and shifted the responsibility of animal control, vital records,
and federal grant administration to Oakland County. The City has contracted with Waterford
Township to provide fire protection services. The City also contracted with various vendors to
provide accounting, payroll, building safety, planning, legal, income tax, public utilities, and
information technology services at a significant savings, both short term and long term. The
City will also have formally separated with the Library Board, Retirement System, and
Housing Commission, thus relieving the City of the burden of providing administrative support
for each of these independent agencies. | also entered into collective bargaining agreements
expiring June 30, 2013 with each of the City's four labor unions. Finally, with the powers
under Public Act 4, | requested and received permission from the Michigan Department of
Treasury to temporarily modify collective bargaining agreements concerning retiree health
insurance and other post employment benefits. As a result of all of these changes, the City is
operating as efficiently as possible.

Retiree Benefits

The single largest expense to the City for which the current residents receive no benefit is for
the legacy costs of retiree benefits. These were promises made to employees many years
ago by former city councils and mayors who failed to set aside sufficient money to fund these
promises. Earlier this month, | notified retirees that they will need to share the cost of health
and dental insurance to the same extent that active City employees share insurance costs.
The cost sharing notification has resulted in a larger savings than anticipated as many
retirees have approached the City and have asked to have dependents removed from the
insurance plans or in some cases, have asked to have themselves removed because their
spouse has credible coverage. Despite a change in insurance plans and the institution of
cost sharing by retirees to begin July 1, 2012, the City does not have sufficient revenue to
meet these obligations.

Overall, the City is budgeting $13.5 million for medical and dental insurance, of which only
$1.2 million is for active employees. The City is self-insured for medical and dental
insurance.
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Use of Proceeds from Monetization of Waste Water Plant

The monetization of the wastewater treatment plant is expected to result in an immediate
cash infusion of $55 million by September 30, 2012. $5 million will be set aside in escrow for
necessary capital improvements that are required for the water and sewer systems and
another $5 million will be used to pay existing debt in the water and sewer funds, thus leaving
$45 million to be used by the general fund. To maximize the value of the balance, | will use
$26 million to pay off existing bonds issued by the City, including the Fiscal Stabilization Bond
and a Tax Increment Finance Authority bond, both issued in 2006 and another $2 million to
pay off a tax refund due to General Motors. By paying off long-term debt, the City will realize
an immediate long-term debt reduction of $20,429,591. Of the remaining balance, | will pay
off the City’s projected short-term general fund deficit of $8.4 million.

Other Funds

As a result of the restructuring of the wastewater operations, the water and sewer funds have
proposed budgets only through September 30, 2012, at which time management and
operations will be assumed by the Water Resources Commission. In addition to the General
Fund, other funds that are operating at a structural deficit include the Senior Citizens and
Motor Pool funds. Sometime in the near future, the City will need to address these operating
deficits.

Capital Projects

Unlike last fiscal year, the City is not embarking on many major capital expenses. [n the
Major Street Fund, the City continues bridge improvements to the Featherstone, Orchard
Lake, University Drive, and Joslyn Bridges. The City is also improving Walton Blvd between
Baldwin and Joslyn, and has ongoing commitments to complete Lafayette and Cesar
Chavez. Although these road projects are predominantly funded by state and federal funds,
the City is still required to contribute a match. Several years ago, the City had requested and
obtained approval for federal funding to be used to repair several roads, but the City had
failed to set aside the $2 million match, thus jeopardizing these projects.

The Capital Project Fund will be used to make the purchase installment payments on many
pieces of DPW equipment purchased several years ago and will be used to purchase the
BS&A payroll, human resources, and business license modules, which will complete the
integration of all financial management software and will result in increased efficiencies and
significant monetary savings.
