Opening Fall 2025
The Soldotna Field House is a 54,000 square foot multi-purpose building, designed to host a variety 
of athletic events, community gatherings, conferences, meetings, and tradeshows.  The facility is 
designed to maximize flexibility, and is large enough to host statewide tournaments and other major 
events. The Field House is adjacent and provides access to the Soldotna Regional Sports Complex, 
which hosts a commercial kitchen, conference suite, and Olympic-sized ice rink. 

Athletic Events and Tournaments
•	 221’ x 116’ play area with removable turf system
•	 Flexible sport court and turf configurations accommodate 

soccer and futsal, football, rugby, golf, batting cages, wrestling, 
basketball, volleyball, pickleball, toddler time, and more 

•	 Divider curtains allow for multiple, simultaneous activities
•	 3-lane elevated walking & jogging track with elevator access
•	 Bleachers and spectator areas

Event and Conference Center
•	 Large open floor space, with optional divider curtains
•	 Audio & visual equipment to accommodate a wide variety of 

meetings and large events
•	 Access to commercial kitchen facilities for food service
•	 Small multi-purpose room, plus additional conference rooms at 

Soldotna Regional Sports Complex for breakout sessions
•	 Centrally located on the Kenai Peninsula, easily accessible by 

road and air, with many amenities and lodging options nearby
